structures and local laws relating to the use and conditions of properties located 

in the Village of Johnson City in accordance with the Uniform Code (the “Code 

Services”) all pursuant to an Intermunicipal Agreement between the Town and 

Village (the “Code IMA”); and 
 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution No. 38 of 2014 the Committee was dissolved; 

and 
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WHEREAS, after approximately five (5) years of the Code Services being 

provided pursuant to the Code IMA, the Village desires to appoint a further 

shared services effectiveness study committee (the “Shared Services Effectiveness 

Committee”) to explore and gather information regarding the efficiencies and 

effectiveness of the delivery of the Code Services and the Code IMA together with 

options for providing the Code Services; and 
 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS: 
 

1. The Village of Johnson City Board of Trustees does hereby establish the 

Shared Services Effectiveness Committee to further explore and gather 

information regarding the efficiencies and effectiveness of the delivery of 

the Code Services and to make recommendations to the Village Board 

regarding options for ongoing delivery of the Code Services; and 

2. The Shared Services Effectiveness Committee shall consist of not more 

than five (5) members appointed by the Mayor subject to the approval of 

the Village Board of Trustees; and
